Agreements

1- The MC agrees to examine the WADA Code and apply for its adoption. The document will be sent to Mr. Miller and the ONCE Law Department for revision and consideration. 

2- The Standard Agreement for IBSA Championships will be published in the web site. 

3- The Medical Department will appoint one delegate to constitute the Ad-Hoc Coordinating Committee for IBSA Championships.

4- The MC agrees that Chairmen of all sports subcommittees should submit a report of activities 2001-2005 for the General Assembly. This will be a precondition to attend the General Assembly. A deadline will be set to this purpose.

5- The MC agrees to establish deadlines and procedure duties to be followed during the preparations for the General Assembly before the end of this year 2004.

6- The MC will suggest the Executive Committee the approval the venue for the 7º IBSA General Assembly: Beijing, China.
7- The MC agrees to hold its next meeting in Paris on February 2005.
Action Points

8- The weekly reports submitted by the Continental Delegations were not regarded as satisfactory. The MC suggests reinforcing the work of the Continental Delegations creating the position of Chief Executive Officer in the future.

9- Mr. Oral Miller will seek possible ways to support the holding of a meeting to reactivate winter sports. 

10- Mr. Oral Miller will review the procedures for the presentation of amendments of IBSA by-laws and Constitution for the General Assembly.
