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AGREEMENTS AND ACTION POINTS

IBSA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING
ATHENS, SEPTEMBER 18-19, 2004

Agreements
1- The EC agrees that the official venue for the holding of the 7º IBSA General Assembly and Sports Conference will be Beijing, China.

2- The EC agrees to appoint Tunisia as alternative venue for the hosting of the 7º IBSA General Assembly and Sports Conference as it fulfils with all the necessary requirements. China was appointed as first official venue since priority was given to the Asia Continent where no previous IBSA Assembly was held. 

3- The EC agrees that the General Secretary will be in permanent contact with the Organizing Committee of the IBSA GA for all matters related to the Assembly while the Technical Director will be in charge of issues related to the Sports Conference. Mr. Barredo, as IBSA Asia Continental Delegate, will be copied of all communication exchanges.

4- The Technical Department via the Technical Director will provide the Organizing Committee of the 7º IBSA General Assembly, the guidelines for the holding of the Sports Conference.
5- The EC agrees that all IBSA member countries will pay the same entry fee for the 7º IBSA GA and Sports Conference.

6-  It is agreed that all payments related to accommodation will be directly effected to the GA Organizing Committee with cc to the General Secretary.

7- The EC agrees that the IBSA Strategic Planning Conference for Ex-URSS and Eastern European countries to be held in Minsk, Byelorussia, will be promotional and open to all countries in the region.

8- The EC agrees that the so called “Meschiari funds” will be used to finance this Conference.

9- The EC approves the content of the IBSA Position Paper on Category B4. This document will be distributed among all members and published in the IBSA web site.

10-  The EC approves the report presented by Mr. Alberto Bravo Agudo from the Equestrian Working Group. 

11-  Morocco and Saudi Arabia were accepted as new IBSA member organizations. 
12-  The nominations of Ms. Jennifer Lim (Singapore) as Secretary General and Mr. Rhada Krishnan (Malaysia) as Technical Advisor for the Asia Continental Delegation were approved.
13- The Technical and Medical Departments will study and draft a document with recommendations to be adopted previous to the GA and Sports Conference.

14-  The Conference Sports Programme will be drafted at the next Technical Committee Meeting.

15-  The Interim Accounts presented by the Treasurer Ms. Silvia Aldini were approved.

16-  The data base of all classified athletes will be published. Dr. Challe and Dr. Helder will draft a project to train new medical classifiers.
17- The EC approves the holding of the next IBSA Executive Committee Meeting in Paris in February 2005.

Action Points

18-  The General Secretary will inform the members of the Executive Committee about the progress made in the preparations of the GA on a regular basis and will prepare a document with the proceedings for the GA.
19-  Dr. Georges Challe will send the Data Base of medical classification of athletes to be published in the IBSA web site. 

20- Mr. Oral Miller will study the legal actions to be taken in relation to the debt from the Organizing Committee of the 2º IBSA World Championships and Games, Quebec 2003. 
21- The IBSA Technical Delegate, Mr. Martins, will present a Directory of accredited technicians in each continent.
22-  Ms. Ilona Melounova and Alberto Martins will work together to reactivate IBSA winter sports. Mr. Miller will contact Mr. Brian Santos to explore the possibility of holding a meeting in the near future.
23- Mr. Alberto Martins will inform about the members appointed for the Ad-Hoc Coordinating Committee of IBSA Championships.
24- The General Secretary will continue sending the sanction application form of IBSA Championships to the Medical Director and the requisite of applying for medical classifiers 2 months in advance of the event will be highlighted.
25- The IBSA Africa Continental Delegate agrees to identify before January at least ten countries of his region to organize Youth Championships and work in coordination with Ms. Ilona Melounova.

26-  All Continental Delegates will submit an update of the contact details of the countries in their region before October 15th. 

27-  The IBSA Marketing Plan will be recorded on a CD and sent to all IBSA Executive Committee members.

28-  Ms. Ilona Melounova will prepare a document explaining the new IPC Athletics Constitution rules in progress.

29- Mr. Kannarath Meystre will look into the possibility of organizing World Youth Championships in 2007 in 7 sports in his continent.

30-  Mr. Reynolds Permal will contact the Egyptian federation to explain that the reduction of membership fees does not apply retroactively. 
31-  Mr. Reynolds Permal will prepare a calendar of National Championships and Programs for Youth before the next Executive Committee meeting.

32-  Mr. Kannarath Meystre will ask Dr. Bolsinger to send the Minutes of the Medical European Meeting.
