IBSA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

15TH - 16TH NOVEMBER 2002,

 QUEBEC CITY, CANADA

Agreements

1
Agenda agreed with one change – Item 11.1 was taken immediately after the role call to ratify the new EC members (Ray McLeod, Vital Severino and Michael Barredo) for them to be able to exercise their full rights during the whole meeting. No objections were raised to new members, who were therefore unanimously approved.

2
Minutes of Madrid EC meeting approved with one minor change.

3
Executive members will submit their reports for the next EC meeting one month before the meeting at the latest.

4
The Internal Treasury Regulations were approved by the EC.

5
Oral and Silvia shall make one more attempt to contact Hossam Mostafa with regards to the budget allocation for his continental delegation in 2001.

6
The Executive agreed that membership fees be set at $100 for Mongolia, Zimbabwe and Benin if they prove to comply with all IBSA requirements and formally apply for membership. Qatar will be asked to pay a membership fee of $500 if a formal application for membership is forthcoming from them.

7
The EC agrees that as of the 1st of January 2003 no country shall be allowed to take part in any IBSA-sanctioned event unless they are in good standing as regards their IBSA membership fees or have made arrangements for the fee to be waived.

8
The committee agrees to the MC proposal to introduce a symbolic capitation fee of at least $1 at youth championships.

9
The committee confirmed Mr. Jaroslav Pata as Chair of the IBSA Showdown Subcommittee. All other subcommittee chairpersons were ratified by the Executive. 

10
The Executive Committee noted and approved the decision of the European Delegation to use part of its funds to support the participation of Eastern European countries in Quebec 2003.

11
The EC took note and approved of IBSA Europe’s plans to organise an IBSA Europe sports camp, possibly in Madrid at the ONCE school games in Madrid in June 2003. This is a project put forward by Mariano Ruíz and a final decision has not yet been taken.

12 The nominations for the African Delegation put forward by the African Continental Delegate were approved by the EC. 

13
The Executive Committee agreed that the Fundraising and Development Committee should analyse the development projects submitted by the Asia Continental Delegate and suggest some alterations. It was also agreed that development projects should generally involve some element of co-funding.

14
The Americas Continental Delegate undertook to seek a host for the 2005 Para Pan American Games as a matter of priority.

15
The Continental Delegates were reminded of the need to keep the President’s Office informed of the delegations’ activities and blind sports activities within the continents for publication in IBSA News and the Paralympian and on the web site as part of IBSA’s communication and promotion strategy.

16
The Medical Director was reminded that he should contact LOCs well in advance of events in order to communicate to them the needs of the Medical Department. He should also attempt to share the Medical Department workload by identifying possible classifiers closer to the venues for events.

17
The committee agreed there was a need to establish a larger pool of qualified IBSA classifiers and requested that the Medical Director work to achieve this.

18
The Medical Director was asked to submit a draft document to the next MC meeting concerning his proposals for improvements in the functioning of the Medical Department.

19
Dr. Challe’s proposed Medical Committee members were approved by the EC.

20
The nomination received for the Youth and Athletes’ Committee, Mr. Andrew Cowan, will be considered further by David Farias. The matter will be on the agenda for the next meeting of the MC.

21
The nomination put forward for the Committee for the Promotion of Women in Blind Sports by Spain, Purificación Ortíz, was accepted by the EC. Launel Scott was urged to make contact with the Women’s Committee of the World Blind Union. 

22
Vladimir Vshivstev agreed to translate into Russian all information from IBSA for circulation to Russian-speaking countries. This includes IBSA News, and the possibility of translating the IBSA web site into Russian will also be analysed.

23
The nomination for the Grassroots and School Sports Committee, Christl Daentler from Germany, was accepted by the EC.

24
Permal Reynolds’ nomination for the Fundraising and Development Committee was accepted by the EC.

25
The EC resolved that Alberto, Oral, Brian and Vital submit a final contract for Quebec 2003 as soon as possible. The contract should be finalised and signed no later than the end of this year.

26
Alberto will contact the sports ministries of all countries to inform them of the Quebec 2003 games and urge them to co-operate and provide all necessary assistance to athletes in their respective countries.

27
Part 4 of Silvia’s report, the application form to be filled in when development funds are solicited from IBSA, is approved by the EC. It will also be placed on the IBSA web site and circulated by the Secretary General to all member organisations with a covering letter inviting members to make use of it when submitting development projects  

28
The Executive Committee approved the document drafted by Brian on the proposed point score system for athletics. Enrique will send this proposal to the IPC President Philip Craven together with a copy of Brian’s letter of apology to Chris Cohen. The matter will also be brought up at the IOSD meeting in March, and Brian will provide Enrique with an electronic version of the document. 

29
The EC agrees that Enrique send a letter to Michel Berthézène outlining IBSA’s position on the organisation of the Judo World Championships in Italy after the investigation carried out by IBSA. Correspondence on this issue received from the countries which took part shall be enclosed and copies will be circulated to all EC members, to FISD and to the countries involved.

30 
The EC approves the representation of IBSA on IPC regional bodies by Continental Delegates. The case of the IBSA representative for the IPC Middle East Region will be analysed in the next Management Committee meeting.

31
The committee agreed to support the project submitted by Argentina to allow them to participate at the B1 Football World Championships with approximately USD 2,000 until more details are provided.

32
The  new IBSA web site was approved in general. The EC agrees to send all the new information through the Secretariat and suggests at least a weekly update is made. Kannarath Meystre will seek ways to co-operate with the translation of the web site into French.

33
It is agreed that IBSA World Championships will be held every four years in co-ordination with the IPC calendar so as to avoid clashes.

34
It was considered appropriate to call for an extraordinary meeting in August 2003, taking advantage of the members’ presence in Quebec for the II IBSA World Championships and Games.
