IBSA MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE MEETING

QUEBEC CITY, 13TH NOVEMBER 2002
Agreements

1
Once ratified as Continental Delegate for the Americas region, Vital Severino will be asked to contact Uruguay to gauge their interest in hosting the 2005 Para Pan American Games.

2
The committee agrees that although sufficient and timely information is sent out from the IBSA President’s Office and Secretariat to IBSA member countries, it often does not reach those people who really need it, to whom it is addressed and who are most interested in it. Technicians, lower level leaders and local and regional personnel are often not informed of IBSA activities, and the result is a failure to identify with IBSA and ignorance of IBSA activities and procedures.

3
The Management Committee agrees that there is a need to ensure compliance with IBSA rules and regulations, especially with regards to the membership of sports subcommittees and nominations and national support offered to subcommittee members.

4
The Management Committee agrees to recommend to the Executive Committee that capitation fees are maintained at 25 dollars for continental championships and 15 dollars for world championships. A nominal fee of one dollar may be set in some cases, and youth championships shall carry a symbolic fee of at least one dollar.

5
The requirement to be in good standing in order to participate in Quebec 2003 shall be stated in the entry form. Silvia will remind countries of this early next year.

6
Brian informed the committee that the Athletics SAEC has decided the points system will be applied to all disability groups. IPC regulations state sports rules must be in place four years before the Paralympic games, but the SAEC argues this is in fact a change to the competition format, not the rules, and that they have the support of the IPC legal committee for these changes. It is agreed that Brian draft a document outlining IBSA’s position on this for discussion and approval at the Executive Committee meeting. This will then be sent to IPC President Mr. Philip Craven.

7
The committee agrees that Silvia will consider the expenses submitted by Jim Leask (Goalball) to be in order and shall reimburse Mr. Leask accordingly. 

8
The committee decided that each Continental Delegation should propose to the EC a representative to sit on its corresponding regional Paralympic committee. This would then require EC approval.

9
Next meeting: The committee agreed to try to organise the next MC meeting in Great Britain, close to the dates for the proposed IOSD meeting in Edinburgh (8th–9th March).  

Action points 

1
Alberto will ensure Vital Severino is informed of the decision of the Management Committee to request that he contact Uruguay to ascertain their interest in hosting the 2005 Para Pan American Games.
2
Enrique will distribute the notes of the IOSD meeting in Bonn to EC members.

2
Silvia will distribute documents concerning the ISOD – ISMWSF merger to MC members.

3
Oral will provide Enrique with the dates of the National Convention of the American Council of the Blind to ascertain if Enrique can attend.

4
Alberto will officially inform FISD of Remo Breda’s removal from the Football Subcommittee.

5
Brian and/or Alberto will provide Enrique with a complete list of sports subcommittee members before the end of the month.

6
Brian and Alberto will ensure a complete archive of sports subcommittee nominations is established and kept up to date. This will include official nomination forms for all members of the sports subcommittees.

7
Nomination forms to all IBSA committees will be redrafted to take into account the differing roles and responsibilities of members of different committees. 

8
Alberto and Brian will work together to determine exactly which parts of “Capable of Everything” remain to be updated and shall update it accordingly. They will also include examples of blind performances in comparison with those of able-bodied athletes. This will be completed before the end of this year.

9
Brian will ensure all members of the EC receive a copy of the draft of the survey prepared by him and which is to be sent to all member countries.

10
Enrique will put forward some proposals for the next IOSD meeting and distribute them to MC members for their feedback.

11
Oral will look into the document carried at the Santo Domingo GA which obliges the current EC to place 50 000 USD in a time deposit, to decide how it should be interpreted.

12
MC members will identify people who can be lobbied in order to gain support for IBSA’s campaign against the implementation of the IPC athletics points score system.
