IBSA Management Committee

18th - 19th June, Rome

Action Points

1. Enrique will contact IPC Secretary General Miguel Sagarra to express to him concerns raised by the MC about communication with IPC headquarters.

2. Enrique will circulate the letter from Bob Steadward to all IPC members among the MC.

3. Alberto will contact Germán Pérez to ensure at least minimal functioning of Americas region and urge him to submit a project for the region. He shall also confidentially attempt to identify an alternative Regional Delegate if absolutely necessary.

4. Brian will start to try to secure a host for the 2005 Para Pan American Games (Uruguay?)

5. Oral was urged to use his position in the American Council of the Blind to raise awareness in the USA of sports for the blind.

6. Alberto will ensure he has or obtains all technical committee nomination forms for his records and in case of dispute over financial support from national organisations.

7. Alberto promised to have “Capable of Everything” ready within one month, and send it to MC members for comment before printing.

8. Brian will rewrite the survey on blind sports and athletes circulated by the Secretary General to all nations, in order to gather more accurate figures. He will also consult the sports to obtain this information.

9. Brian will ensure the Quebec 2003 Organising Committee identifies someone to carry out a survey similar to that of Madrid 98. This should be raised by Brian during his trip to Quebec in July.

10. Brian will contact Franz Haslinger and Kurt Prall about the world record application form which the Secretary General wishes to include in the package of standard procedures.

11. Enrique will draft a document on publicity material and public relations, including gifts and printed material. This document will incorporate points from the IBSA Action Plan 2001-2005, and costs will be covered by Presidential funds.

12. Silvia will make one last attempt to identify which sport the 531.71 € sent from Spain belong to.

13. Silvia will contact the Algerian federation to inform them that IBSA agrees to waive the capitation fee for the African Goalball Championships, that no records exist of a commitment by IBSA to provide financial assistance for these championships, and inviting them to apply for IBSA development funds in the future.

14. Alberto will make sure Silvia receives a copy of each completed sanction form for her information and for the collection of capitation fees.

15. Silvia and Brian will prepare a written proposal concerning capitation fees for discussion at the Quebec meetings of the Management and Executive Committees.

16. Silvia will contact Argentina to inform them of the Management Committee decision to waive Argentina’s membership fee for the year 2002.

17. Silvia will monitor membership fee payments made this year in order to determine which currency, dollar or euro, is used more.

18. Brian will circulate the document “IBSA Athletics: Reduction of Paralympic Programme to Meet IPC/IOC Medal Events Target” to all Management Committee members.

19. Brian will draft a document on IOSD meetings.

20. Brian and Alberto will ensure that all member nations are aware that the IBSA Tandem Cycling World Championship in Quebec is a qualifying tournament for Athens 2004. Enrique will use IBSA News to spread this same message.

21. Silvia will include the category of each country on the list of member countries in the accounts.

22. Silvia will send Alberto a list of countries which have not paid their membership fees, along with the number of years they have defaulted on payment.

23. The approved Internal Treasury Regulations will be circulated as an appendix to the minutes of this meeting. They will also be sent to all member countries and committee members.

24. Silvia will include a budget line for promotional materials in the accounts.

25. The corporate identity package approved by the Executive Committee at its meeting in Madrid will be sent to all member countries.

26. Alberto will contact the Medical Director to ask him to submit the written standard procedures that Dr. Challes promised to prepare at the Management Committee meeting in Salt Lake City. Alberto will also ask him for a full list of Medical Committee members and a general update on Medical Department activities.

27. Management Committee members will attempt to identify candidates to fill the vacant position of Oceania Continental Delegate.

28. Alberto will inform member countries from Oceania of Greg Scott’s resignation and send them nomination forms for the post of Oceania Continental Delegate.

29. Enrique will call Greg Scott and send him a letter acknowledging his resignation.

30. Alberto will fax and E-mail the member organisation for Singapore, informing them of the Management Committee decision concerning their endorsement of Mr. Cheng Hock as Asia Continental Delegate.

31. Alberto will once again invite the nations to put forward nominations for the IBSA ad hoc committees.

32. Brian will prepare a project for setting up the African Continental Delegation and organising its first meeting, possibly in conjunction with leadership training seminars. This project will receive IBSA support.

33. Alberto will circulate the Sportec proposal for the IBSA web site in English to Management Committee members.

34. The Management Committee will send a letter to the ONCE President thanking the ONCE for its generous offer to finance the redesign and relaunch of the IBSA web site.

35. Brian will submit a report on Quebec 2003 to Management Committee members after his trip there for the STC meeting in July.

36. Enrique will contact Launel Scott to ask her which dates she proposes for the Executive and Management Committee meetings in Quebec.

Decisions Adopted

1.
The agenda for the meeting and the minutes of the Salt Lake City meeting were adopted without changes.

2. The committee agreed that the Secretary General will contact Germán Pérez to ensure at least minimal functioning of the America Continental Delegation and urge him to submit a project for the region. He shall also confidentially attempt to identify an alternative Regional Delegate if absolutely necessary.

3. Capitation fees shall be discussed at the next meeting of the Executive Committee. The Management Committee recommends levying a low, nominal fee at youth championships and that a flat fee be levied at IBSA regional and world games. IBSA should also reserve the right to reduce or waive capitation fees when it deems appropriate. The Treasurer and the Technical Director shall work together on a set of draft proposals for discussion at the Quebec meetings of the Management and Executive Committees.

4. The committee decided to accept the request from Argentina that their membership fee for 2002 be waived.

5. The committee set the membership fee for Benin, which has expressed interest in rejoining IBSA, at USD 100.

6. The committee agreed that Silvia Aldini, as IBSA Treasurer and a professional banker, should take the decision regarding the time deposit of USD 50 000.

7. The committee agreed to IPC’s request to allow the organising committee to levy a flat capitation fee of USD 36 at the Busan FESPIC Games, but decided to reject the IPC proposal for a universal capitation fee for all multi-sport and/or multi-disability regional games.

8. The committee agreed that if championship organising committees do not comply with the IBSA requirement to submit a written report within twenty-one days of the conclusion of the event the results of the event shall not be included in the official IBSA records and ranking tables.

9. The Internal Rules for the Functioning of the IBSA Treasury were approved with some amendments. The rules adopted shall be circulated as an appendix to the minutes of this meeting, and shall also be sent to all member countries and committee members.

10. The committee decided that USD 1 000 shall be made available to the IBSA Medical Director for general expenses.

11. The committee decided to await the decision of the Singapore member organisation with regard to their endorsement of Mr. Kua Cheng Hock as Asia Continental Delegate, and give them until the 10th of July to communicate their final decision on this matter to IBSA.

Should the member organisation for Singapore fail to endorse Mr. Cheng Hock’s nomination to the post of Asia Continental Delegate, and if the Blind Sports Association (Singapore) is unable to provide the missing documents to support its application for IBSA membership, contact will be made with Mr. Michael Barredo, President of the Philippine Sports Association of the Differently Abled, and Mr. Barredo shall be named Continental Delegate for Asia subject to ratification by the Executive Committee.

12. The Regulations and Guidelines for IBSA Ad Hoc Committees were adopted.

13. The committee agreed to send a letter to the ONCE President to thank the ONCE for its generous offer to finance the redesign and relaunch of the IBSA web site.
