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MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

1 – Opening and welcome
The meeting began at 2.30 p.m. The following members of the Management Committee were present: Mr. Enrique Pérez, President; Mr. Oral O. Miller, Vice-President; Mr. Alberto Bravo Agudo, Secretary General; Miss Silvia Aldini, Treasurer; Mr. Brian Scobie, Sports Technical Director.
The President welcomed the members of the committee and went on to explain the agenda for the meeting of the Management Committee, which was approved unanimously. He then informed the committee of the meeting schedule for the following days and mentioned that Miss Aurelia Millán, Vice-President of ONCE, would be present at the opening of the Executive Committee meeting in order to formally welcome the Executive Committee members on behalf of the General Council of ONCE, the host organisation for this meeting. 

2 – PresidENT’S Report: Mr. Enrique Perez

The President briefed the committee on the proceedings of the I.P.C. General Assembly, which had been held in Athens in early December 2001. He    stressed the importance of having considered in depth prior to the assembly how IBSA should vote, and stated that the new Executive Committee were in agreement with the expectations expressed and the assessment undertaken.

He highlighted the support offered by IBSA to a motion, submitted by CP-ISRA and approved by the General Assembly, which ratifies the agreement reached by IBSA and IPC in 1997 in Lausanne, Switzerland. This agreement ensures co-operation between the two organisations when organising their respective world championships. The President stressed how important it was for IBSA to have supported the motion and that the motion was carried, thanks to strategic agreements sought by IBSA. The President concluded his report by updating the committee on the situation regarding INAS-FID. 

3 – Management Committee Members’ Reports Submitted to Executive Committee 

Mr. Oral Miller expressed his concern regarding the quota of athletes set for IBSA for the Paralympic Games. 

Mr. Brian Scobie explained that the inclusion of women’s judo and B1 football, in addition to the existing paralympic status of goalball, meant an overall percentage increase in blind athletes. He urged the committee to approve the nominations for the chairmanships of the technical subcommittees, and informed the committee that nominations had been received for the football, goalball, judo and nordic skiing subcommittees, while no names had as yet been put forward for the remaining IBSA sports subcommittees. He mentioned plans to merge table tennis with showdown and briefed the committee on the difficulties faced by IBSA athletes in IPC-organised shooting championships. 

Mr. Scobie emphasised the high level of activity shown by torball and mentioned the possibility of this sport merging with goalball. He informed the committee that ninety percent of athletes competing in Athens 2004 will undergo medical classification prior to the games and concluded by saying that the IBSA Technical Committee shall meet once a year.

Miss Silvia Aldini remarked that bank transfers cannot be made in cash. She 

stated that she would take over the accounts on the 1st of January, 2002 and that Mr. Smit would be in charge of closing the accounts for 2001. She informed the committee that she would be in a position to open an account in Italy in January 2002.

The Management Committee agreed to send sanction forms by email, using passwords to ensure confidentiality.

4 – II IBSA World Championships 

Only one official bid, from Canada, had been received. The committee agreed to wait until the meeting of the Executive Committee on the 14th to discuss the matter with Mrs. Launel Scott, Chairperson of the Canadian Blind Sports Association. 

5 – IBSA Football World Cup 

The President gave a detailed account of the meeting held on the 11th of December with the President of the Korea Blind Union (KBU), Mr. Kwang – Yoon Jeong, and other officials from the Korean organisation. He stated that significant agreements had been reached, and that the KBU had agreed to invite six nations to the competition and cover their travel and accommodation expenses. The FIRST IBSA FOOTBALL WORLD CUP will be held In Seoul in the first week of May 2002. The Management Committee was informed that  KBU was extremely eager to participate in IBSA activities, and it was made clear that IBSA would co-operate as much as possible in order to support the development of the member organisation in Korea.

6 – Amendments to IBSA Plan of Action
Since no amendments had been submitted the Plan of Action is hereby approved unanimously.  

7 – Analysis of Executive Committee Meeting Agenda 

The agenda for the Executive Committee meeting was analysed. Some alterations were made to the agenda to clarify certain points and in an attempt to make the meeting more dynamic. The amended agenda was approved by the Management Committee.  

8 – Next Management Committee Meeting

Mr. Enrique Pérez suggested that USABA host the next meeting within the framework of the Winter Paralympic Games in Salt Lake City (USA) which will take place from the 7th to the 14th of March, 2002.  Mr. Oral Miller, as USABA President, requested that he be given some time to organise the schedule for this meeting.
9 – Any Other Business 

The Management Committee considered requests for reimbursement of the registration fees for the IBSA General Assembly from Australia, Germany and the United States since they were unable to attend. The committee agreed to reimburse the aforementioned countries. 

There being no other business, the meeting concluded at 7.00 p.m.
