Antalya, Turkey

This  6th edition of the IBSA World Championships in Antalya was a great success. This official competition was first a success in the numbers: 

- The highest number of participating nations (36 nations representing 209 athletes)

- A significant increase of women athletes participating in the competition (68 vs. 40 in Brommat 2006).

 It is also important to notice that the event was a success thanks to the organisational work done by the Local Organising Committee, gathering the large IBSA Judo family in the Dileck Sabançi Sports Hall.

      IBSA Judo World Championships 2010 were the first official competition for the London 2012 ranking list.  Meaning that athletes were doing their best in order to gain points, giving in overall a high technical level and a great intensity in fights during the all competition.

      Looking at the results, Russia, Azerbaijan and China have made a great impression and their athletes already have points on the ranking list. However it is important to consider others nations like Germany, Great Britain, Ukraine, Korea and Taiwan, which have won gold medals in different weight categories.  

      With the next IBSA World Games in Antalya and the different Continental Championships other nations will have the opportunity to have their athletes winning points, in order to be in the London 2012 ranking list.
