Awards. The awarding ceremony will take place right after the team competition in the sports hall.

The winners of the first three places in the individual events (in each weight category) will be awarded medals of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd degree respectively to the ranking.
Three teams taking the first three places in the team competition will be awarded cups of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd degree - accordingly to the ranking.

Competition will take place in the sports hall of Elektrenai Sports, Tourism and Recreation Centre. Address of the Centre: Draugystes str. 20, LT-26115 Elektrenai. The venue is approximately 50 km away from Vilnius. 

Accommodation and meals. Teams will be accommodated in twin and triple bedrooms of the “Ecotel Vilnius” Hotel in Vilnius, Slucko str. 8. The hotel is situated almost in the heart of Vilnius. Meals will be served at the dining-hall of the Hotel (except for the lunch on the competition day when all participants will be provided with the lunch packages).

Participation fees: The fee is 170 Euro per person per the invitational period including entry fee, meals, accommodation from dinner on Friday (February 11) till breakfast on Sunday (February 13) and transport services (airport/train station - hotel – sports venue – hotel - airport/train station).

Additional stay. If you wish to come earlier or depart later than indicated in the invitational period, you will have to pay additionally: Extra bed & breakfast per person - 50 Euro, extra lunch – 15 Euro and extra dinner – 10 Euro.
